Tiger Hill towers majestically above all other mountaintops in its vicinity. Although located
almost 10 kilometers north of the Srinagar-Kargil-Leh highway, the enemy position on this
mountaintop dominated parts of this highway. After the recapture of Tololing and the
adjacent features, evicting the enemy from this well-fortified position became a priority.

As the sharp triangular top of Tiger Hill was clearly visible from the highway, and
appeared almost impossible to capture, the media had projected the entire episode as a
national challenge.
