Coming back to my groups in l lT,  my fr iends were not only more intel l igent than me,

but they were very well-read. They had interest in all the subjects l ike Science, Technology,
Sociology, Psychology, Economics, Philosophy, Anthropology, Archeology, polit ical Science
etc.  Our group was interested in al l  of  these branches apart  f rom al l  the f ine arts such as
music,  l i terature,  paint ing . . . .

Coming back to my groups in l lT,  my fr iends were not only more intel l igent than me,

but they were very well-read. They had interest in all the subjects l ike Science, Technology,
Sociology, Psychology, Economics, Philosophy, Anthropology, Archeology, polit ical Science
etc.  Our group was interested in al l  of  these branches apart  f rom al l  the f ine arts such as
music,  l i terature,  paint ing . . . .
